Unless specified otherwise, all clubs detailed below start w/c 28th April and end w/c 7th July and incur a £1 charge 
to cover administration costs.  If you wish to apply for a club run by an external provider (excluding PSD), you 
need to apply directly to the club provider using the details shown on the attached flyer.  If your child is eligible for 
Pupil Premium funding, please advise the external club provider and they will arrange for the payment to be 
reduced by 50%.  PSD clubs are bookable via the Gateway and if your child is eligible for Pupil Premium funding, 
we will refund 50% via the Gateway after you have paid for the club in full.  
 
MONDAY 

• Mindful Time Club - Ms Curtis will be running this club on Mondays after school for Year 3 & 4 from 
3.15pm to 4.00pm.  Children will take part in activities including drawing, colouring, Lego or origami.  
Children will be given time to focus on activities, listen to relaxing music and be in the moment!
